Shielded Cable Termination
Flexible Cable - Right Angle Crimp Type
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Identify connector parts. (2 piece parts)
Strip cable to dimensions shown. Do not
nick braid or center conductor. Awire strip-
per of correct size is recommended for this
step. Twist stranded center conductor into
tight bundle and tin. Slide crimp sleeve
onto cable as shown.

Flare braid and slide cable into body mak-
ing certain that the cable insulation is flush
with bottom of connector body.

Arrange braid uniformly around crimp
stem. Slide crimp sleeve over braid and
crimp securely using recommended crimp
tool.
